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Henry Mercer was a traveler, archaeologist, architect, and tile maker who
designed his home Fonthill to be made entirely from cement. The 44
rooms in the castle are ornamented with his handmade tiles, Persian,
Chinese, Spanish, and Dutch tiles, and artifacts he collected from around
the world as well as furniture that he cemented to the house. This
architectural masterpiece has 18 fireplaces, over 200 windows of different
sizes and shapes, and built-in bookcases with over 6,000 books. Many of
the rooms are made to look like caverns and are filled with his tiles that tell
the story of Columbus discovering America, Native American rituals, and
early American work life. Open Monday to Saturday from 10am to 5pm and
on Sunday Noon to 5pm.

Hibernia County Park consists of over 900 acres of trails woodlands,
meadows, open fields, play areas pavilions, camping, and picnic areas.
Popular fishing sites include the Brandywine Creek’s west branch, Birch
Run and a children’s pond. Chambers Lake is a great spot for boating and
fishing.

The West Branch of the Brandywine Creek runs through Hibernia and in
the wetlands you can find beaver lodges and ospreys. Beavers are most
active between dusk and dawn, so you will have a better chance of seeing
them at work and play later in the day. Feel free to bring your binoculars.
If you are lucky you will see a bald eagle, too. Call ahead to ask for the
Nature and Historical pamphlet for the accessible Lake Trail. It explains
what you might see along the water’s edge down to the accessible fishing
pier. The park also has open fields, meadows, playground areas, and a
children’s pond. Hibernia Mansion is an 18th century historical
ironmaster's home and is open for tours on summer Sunday afternoons.

The park is open 8 am.

Experience what it was like to live in the early 1800’s in an iron master’s
village. As you tour the Ironmasters mansion, cast house, blacksmith
shop, spring house, several tenant houses and a working farm you can talk
with volunteers and staff in costume and in character of the day.

On the farm there are draft horses, sheep, chickens, and one Devon
milking cow. In the fall pick historic apples from the 200 tree orchard. The
Visitor Center is at the top of the hill overlooking the village and has
demonstration videos and exhibits that explains how to cast iron and to
make charcoal.
